Title, Authors and Affiliations

Use A4 size (210mm ( 297 mm) paper. The top margin should be 25 mm. Left and right hand margins should be 25 mm. The bottom margin should be 30 mm. The width of the text area should be 160 mm, and the length must not exceed 242 mm. Use 14 point bold face Times New Roman for the title, 12 point Times New Roman for the author’s names, affiliations and addresses. Underline for the presenting author. Each abstract must be accompanied by the corresponding author’s e-mail address. 

Main Body 

Please use 11 point Times New Roman for the main body and 10 point Times New Roman for figure captions. The main text should be fully justified with single spacing or 14 point spacing as this example. The abstract should contain figures and references. Reference numbers should appear in square brackets like [1].  

Submission

Electronic submission is encouraged in Microsoft Word format to the conference secretary via e-mail (nims_conference@nims.go.jp). The deadline for the abstract submission is June 15, 2007.
